• 100,000 marine mammals and

turtles and 1 million sea birds are

killed by marine plastic pollution

annually.

• An estimated 8 million tons of

plastic enters our oceans every year.

• Single-use plastics account for 50

percent of the plastic produced every

year.

• 40 per cent of plastic produced is

packaging and discarded after one

use.
